Guidelines:

Your trip must

· last at least 10 days

· bring you to at least 3 different cities in one country!
Your itinerary (a travel document recording your planned route/journey) must include:

· Reason for choosing the destination

· Travel Information

· Round-trip travel information including airports, flight #'s and cost.

· How will you travel between destinations?  How much will it cost?

· Hotel Information

· Identify the 3 hotels you will stay in.  Include cost, address and pictures and reason for choosing.

· Meals

· Identify and describe at least 4 local foods you want to try 

· Include images
· Places of Interest

· Identify and explain at least 6 places of interest you will see and experience during this vacation.  Descriptions must be a minimum of a paragraph for each place of interest.  Places of Interest must NOT BE CITIES.  Sites may include an important religious site, an important park or other ecological site, an important historical landmark, an important museum, a different important cultural space (music, sports, handicrafts producers), an important cultural event, such as a festival or celebration, a sports-related activity (skiing, hiking, boating, etc.) that can be done in that country, or a shopping-related activity or place.
· Estimate the amount of time you will spend there.

· Prepare a synopsis on the information a tourist should understand about of your travel destination.  Be sure to include the following information: 

· population, 

· spoken languages, 

· predominant religion, 
· paper currency and coins (and exchange rate to US dollar), 

· weather during the desired travel time 
· at least one social custom different from the United States.
· News

· Summarize 1 major news story that is affecting your area of travel and how it relates to a tourist.
· Budget Breakdown of travel costs including the grand total.

· Format Proofreading and Resources

· Is neat attractive and creative

· Is carefully proofread

· Includes MLA works cited page for all sources consulted
